TROUBLESHOOTING

A. Overheat Indicator: When the Overheat Indicator is illuminated, the shredder has exceeded its maximum
operating temperature and needs o cool down. This indicator will remain illuminated and the shredder will
not operate for the duration of the recovery time. See Basic Shredding Operation for more information
about the continuous operation and recovery fime for this shredder.
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B. Bin Open: The shredder will not run if the bin is open.

A B C When illuminated, close the bin to resume shredding.
C. Remove Paper: When illuminated, press reverse (R) and remove paper.
Reduce paper quantity to an acceptable amount and refeed info paper entry.
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Press and hold Alternate slowly back and forth Set fo Off (0) Gently pull uncut Press and hold
Reverse (R) and unplug paper from paper Reverse (R)
